Havana's hottest attractions aren’t listed in the guidebook!

Y WITHIN two hours after I
landed in Havana, I had a
pretty good idea of why they
call that city the Paris of
The New World. As a mat-
ter of fact I was in the city
only two minutes when I got
my first proposition from a
tawny-looking blonde with
hair that came out of a bot-
tle.

I asked Pedro how much
the girls really expected for
their company.

“Maybe five, maybe ten
dollar—all night.”

“Are there any cheaper
ones?”’

“Plenty! Follow me!”

He took me to a street
called Amistad. As we
walked down the street I
heard a sibilant noise like
the wind blowing through
the outstretched palms. It
was the mingled hiss of the
“Pssst! Pssst!” sound Cuban
tarts make when they want
to attract anyone’s atten-
tion. The sound came from
almost every doorway we
passed. These were super-
vised houses and the girls
were not allowed to solicit
on the street.

You could go to
a private room with them,
or just sit and chat or drink.
All very civilized. Cost:
about $25 if one stayed with
a girl.

Drinks were about
75 cents apiece. Some of
these houses were in a sea-
side suburb called Mari-
anao, and if you wanted you

about $20.00 per day, and
less if the girl got to like
you.

In case you're getting
overstimulated at the

2. If you allow yourself
to be picked up by a
“street” girl you probably
will be rolled, and will be
lucky if you aren’t carved
up a bit should you choose
to protest.
